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Abstract

This study aims at Investigating the use of compliments among three
different groups of university students : EFI, and ESL Korean, and
American students. The use of compliments was examined in terms of
syntactic and semantic pattern differences. The data were collected by
means of a questionnaire which consisted of eight different situations calling
for a compliment. The subjects in this study are composed of 240 Korean and
American students. The results of this study showed that the most
frequently used semantic pattern of compliments was found to be in the use
of adjectives irrespective of the different groups of students. The students
tended to use the three adjectives “good,” “nice,” and “great” most often.
“Good” was most frequently used by Korean EFL and ESL students, while
“great” was most favorably chosen by American students. The male students
preferred to use “good” rather than to use “great,” but the reverse was the
case with the female counterparts. The results also showed that the second
most frequently used semantic pattern was the use of verbs : enjoy, envy,
like, love, and impress. The Korean EFL students was found to use this
pattern far less frequently than the Korean ESL and the American students.
The results also indicated that the most often used syntactic pattern was
“NP/Linking Verb/(Intensifier)/Adjective” and the next most frequently used
pattern was “I/(Intensifier)/like/NP” among the three groups of students,
However, both of the patterns were found to be used much less frequently by
Korean EFL students than by the other groups. The study suggests some

considerations for further research on compliments.

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Changing Phases of Dandy’s Character and Dandyism
from Brummell Period through ‘fin de siécle’

Ok-Sun Park

Abstract

Dandy, which we use today for a species of well-dressed man about town,
derives from the cant of the Brummell period- the first years of 19th century.

But the dandyism as a social, even political phenomenon was the
invention of the Regency, when aristocracy and monarchy were more widely
despised than ever before or since in English history. What the utilitarian
middle class most hated in the nobility was what the court most worshipped
in the dandy - a creature perfect in externals and careless of anything below
the surface, a man dedicated only to his own perfection through a ritual of
taste. Throughout the 19th century the rising majority called for equality,
responsibility, and energy ; the dandy stood for superiority, irresponsibility,
and inactivity.

Very personal in England, the dandy ideal in France could become an
abstraction, a refinement of intellectual rebellion. Because the dandy was
foreign, the French could idealize him for what he was not : not middle class
and drab, not philistine and stupid, not buried in the tedious, undistin-

guished existence of those who merely lived out their time in the bourgeois
