“A man should make the most of himself, and be helped if he needs
help,” Rowland answered, after a long pause. “Of course when a body
begins to expand, there comes in the possibility of bursting; but I
nevertheless approve of a certain tension of one’s being.

James’s Cosmopolitanism and the Ideal of Critical Observer

Henry James, from his first novels, presented the critical observer as the
cosmopolitan subject or the ideal American after the Civil War. The critic, or
critical observer is similar to the “disinterested observer” of Matthew Arnold. It
is the man who is cosmopolitan rather than nationalistic, idealistic than
relativistic.

James proposed to see the other sides of things to be "critical,” or objective.
By this he could criticize the puritanical and nationalistic weakness of literary
predecessors such as Hawthorne and Emerson. He regarded them to be a
prototype of old-fashioned Americans. He thought that the ideal American
would be more critical and more cosmopolitan than "his complacent and
confident grandfather.”

Roderick Hudson, James's one of the first great novels, is an example where
he tests the possibility of the critical observer. Rowland Mallet, a would-be
disinterested observer, fails to save the moral lives both of him and Roderick
Hudson, a would-be great sculptor. Rowland loves secretly Mary Garland, the
fiancee of Roderick; which prevents Rowland from being objective and
disinterested. His lust of Mary makes dim his consciousness and judgement
about the personality and future of him and Roderick.
