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Abstract

This paper tries to investigate indirect speech acts and
conversational implicatures. Searle(1975) suggests that understanding
indirect speech acts require our knowledge of three elements to
support a chain of inference. They are the felicity conditions, the
context of the utterances, and principles of conversational cooperation.
Davison(1975) tries to present syntactic structures to propose for
indirect speech acts. Geis(1995) also tries to address the question
whether there exists a class of conventionalized indirect speech act
forms. Grice(1975, 1978) suggests that conversational implicatures be
implied, contextual, and cancellable. He also shows the connection
between the cooperative principles and maxims, and conversational
implicatures. Cole(1975) presents the synchronic and diachronic status
of conversational implicatures. Wright(1975) deals with the notion of
conversational implicatures in terms of natural and nonnatural
meaning. This paper also attempts to investigate the relationship
between indirect speech acts and conversational implicatures.
