Conflicts between E.T. and Lawrence
-with special reference to S/L-

Park, Jeong-Gil

Paul Morel, Gertrude Morel, and Miriam Leivers : They are the central
characters of Sons and Lovers. Paul is a good portrait of the young D.H
Lawrence himself. He is especially sensitive, artistic, and imaginative, and he
becomes extraordinanly dependent on his mother, Gertrude Morel. When he
gets older and begins to have important relationship with Miriam Leivers.

Thus we see Paul being stimulated and encouraged both by his mother
and Miriam: Gertrude Morel who has been driven, by her disappointment in
her real, lawful husband to make her son into miniature husband-figures
from their earliest childhood. And Miriam Leivers Lawrence's fictionalized
portrait of his first love, Jessie chambers, who certainly loved Lawrence for
his genius even after she had relinquished all personal claim on him.

Jessie herself, as I have described in this essay, was quite resentful of
the picture Lawrence drew of her in the Sons and Lovers; She felt it was
thoroughly unfair and inaccurate.

According to Jessie chambers, the author portrayed Miriam insultingly and
unrealistically as to make his mother seem superior. This is why the
original of Miriam Leivers, Jessie chambers, says in her touching
memoire-D.H. Lawrence: A Personal Record, by “E.T.”-that she had to
break with Lawrence after she had seen the final draft of the book, that
“the shock of his Sons and Lovers gave the death-blow to our friendship”,
for in that book “Lawrence handed his mother and me laureils of the
victory”.
