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Abstract

In this paper the author has investigated metaphor as a technique in rhetoric and
literature. As a result of continued interest in deviant sentences and meaningless
utterances many linguists have paid their attention to the question of metaphor.

By means of investigating the thories of metaphor the author has tried to establish
necessary and sufficient conditions for the distinguishing of metaphor from non-
metaphor.

Bickerton resorts to the notion of a specific attribute and he regards the assign-
ment of a specific attribute to a particular signs arbitrary, but if the sign lacks such a
specific attribute, the sign has no metaphoric use.

On the other hand, Matthews insists that the performance distinction between meta-
phor and non-metaphor is characterized on the competence level in terms of a distinction
between semantically deviant and non-deviant sentences, and that the presence of a
selectional restriction violation is thus a necessary and sufficient condition for the
distinguishing of a metaphor.

Performance phenomena such as metaphor must be within the realm of linguistic in-
quiry,and it is particularly important in such analyses to conserve the distinction between
language (competence) and the use of language(performance).
