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Abstract

In order to find out how idioms are arranged and distributed in the junior high school text
books that are in current use, the author tried to analyze four different kinds of text books(12
volumes) that were chosen at ramdon by the author.

The aim of this paper is to check whether the result of this statistical research comes up to

the law of frequency and how much the text books help students to learn English efficiently.
