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The purpose of this study is to collect and classify three
differenct kinds of attitudinal and motivational data : Korean
university students' attitudes toward the American people, the
students’ attitudes toward learning English, and the students’
motivation in learning English. The data were collected from a
total of 320 students who were attending Korea Maritime Uni-
versity in Fall, 1995. The students were urged to write down as
many attitudes toward the American people and toward learn-
ing the English language as they could. The students were also
encouraged to put down as many reasons for learning English as
possible. The subjects in this study reported that they tended to
have more attitudes toward the American people than toward
learning Englsih. The participants in the current study also re-
ported that they had more than 90 reasons for learning English.
All the attitudes toward the American people and toward learning
English, and all the motivations for learning English were classi-
fied on the basis of frequency of the attitudes and motivations.

The present study is a part of the comprehensive studies on
Korean learners' attitudes and motivation in learning Englsih.
