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English, having been a synthetic language, has become
an analytic language. As a result it has become quite sim-
ple in terms of forms, losing many inflexions. But in prac-
tice it is not easy to decide whether a noun phrase is singu-
lar or plural by the form of words only. Such a difficulty of-
ten occurs from the fact that while in form a word is singu-
lar, many speakers and writers are likely to feel it plural.

In this paper, the author studied some of these examples
which are used in the contemporary English in order to find
out how they are operated.
